Dear people of St. Peterôs,  

First of all, Merry Christmas! I did not get to greet you on Christmas Eve, or Day, or 

the first Sunday after Christmas because of my quarantine with COVID. God willing, 

and with a negative test, I will greet you with ñMerry Christmas and Happy New 

Yearò on Sunday, January 2nd! 

Secondly, I want to thank those of you who have prayed for us and offered to run er-

rands or bring meals since we tested positive for COVID. We are grateful for your care 

and support.  

Earlier this year our oldest daughter rescued an English Setter and named her Mag-

nolia. Her fur is white as the petals of a Magnolia blossom, with random orange flecks 

scattered about like the tiny stamens one often finds scattered inside that flower. As 

we prepare for this New Year, Magnolia (Maggie, for short) offers us a timely lesson.

Hereôs what I want to say as we begin 2022. Itôs okay. Itôs alright to feel a little stuck 

because we are having to make some extra efforts right now.  

When I find myself wishing life could be easier I also remind myself that resistanceð

like slugging through the mudðis what builds strength and endurance. Any gym 

teacher knows there is no way to build muscle without resistance. The same is true 

for our spiritual muscles.  

The second faith lesson is this: Itôs also okay to get a little dirty. Life is messy, after 

all. And mud washes off. Just donôt lose your curiosity. Donôt give up on your joie de 

vivre. Be like Miss Maggie. Also, when you find yourself stuck in the mud, keep your 

chin up!  

We all enjoyed a good laugh as we watched Katherineôs white/chocolate English Set-

ter, clumping her way through the mud. What was most beautiful about her in that 

moment was not her coat, but her spirit. And the same is true for us. Our beautyð

rooted deeply in Christðis a beauty that shines from the inside out!  

I hope 2022 will afford us opportunities to embrace this beauty as we lean in to what 

God is calling us to do and to be in the year to come!
